STATEMENT OF PLAINTIFF’S CLAIM

The Plaintiff has taken her complaint to the Defendant, but the Defendant has refused to replace these paving blocks or remedy the situation in any other manner.

The Plaintiff has demanded payment of the sum of $400.00, but the Defendant has refused and/or neglected to pay the same.

6. The Plaintiff pleads and relies on clause 19(g) of The Consumer Protection and Business Practices Act which provides as follows:
19  If a consumer product is sold by a retail seller, the following warranties

are deemed to be given by the retail seller to the consumer:

   (g) that the product and all its components are to be durable for a reasonable

    period, having regard to all the relevant circumstances of the sale, including:

(i) the description and nature of the product;

(ii) the purchase price;

(iii) the express warranties of the retail seller or manufacturer; and

(iv) the necessary maintenance the product normally requires and the

manner in which it has been used;
