STATEMENT OF PLAINTIFF’S CLAIM
1.      The Plaintiff, John Smith, resides in the City of Yorkton, Saskatchewan.
2.      The Defendant, Jane Doe, resides in the City of Yorkton, Saskatchewan, and carries on business under the name of Jane’s Used Auto Sales.
3. On October 13th, 2018, the Plaintiff purchased a 2012 Chrysler Neon, VIN 0000000, from the Defendant for the sum of $5,000.00.   

4. On October 14th, 2018, the Plaintiff was advised by SGI that the said vehicle was recorded as a Total Loss Vehicle and that it was necessary for the Plaintiff to have the vehicle safety inspected. The Plaintiff was required to pay $300.00 to obtain a Certificate of Inspection. 

5. The Plaintiff alleges that at the time of purchasing the said motor vehicle he asked the Defendant if the motor vehicle had ever been in an accident and the Defendant advised that it had not.
6. The Plaintiff alleges that the false representation made by the Defendant respecting

the condition of the motor vehicle constitutes a fundamental breach of the contract of sale. 
7. The Plaintiff has offered to return the vehicle to the Defendant and has demanded that the Defendant return the purchase price. The Defendant has refused the Plaintiff’s demand.
8. THE PLAINTIFF, THEREFORE, CLAIMS:

a) the rescission of the contact of sale;
b) judgment in the sum of $5,300.00 respecting  the purchase price paid by the Plaintiff to the Defendant and the inspection fee;
c) interest pursuant to The Pre-Judgment Interest Act; 
d)   the filing costs of these proceedings being $
